Key Speakers
Jane Gregory, Vice chair Rape Crisis England and Wales – Jane has worked at Bradford Rape Crisis and Sexual Abuse Survivor’s Service for 12 years. She has worked in the voluntary and community sector for over 30 years. She will talk about the need for specialist sexual violence services.
Dr Isha Mckenzie-Mavinga, transcultural integrative psychotherapist.  Isha is passionate about the inclusion of black issues in therapeutic understanding. She set up therapy services for the African Caribbean Mental Health Association in the early 1990’s and developed therapeutic group work at Women’s trust, with women impacted by domestic violence.
 The title of her talk will be ‘The multidimensional impact of sexual abuse, violence and black issues’. Sexual abuse and violence within the family can impact in a multidimensional way on minority groups, in particular women of African/Caribbean and Asian background. Taboo, silence, incest, rape and violence perpetrated within the family and intergenerationally are discourses that impact on the way women of African/Caribbean and Asian heritage respond and are responded to when domestic and sexual violence are present in their lives. Although the hidden nature of the abuse is acknowledged, areas of particular concern need deeper consideration.
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Marilyn Haughton, Counsellor, Supervisor, Trainer and Consultant. Vice chair for the national working group for sexually exploited children and young people. Marilyn was the manager for Streetreach for 21 years. Streetreach is a nationally acclaimed project that works with adults involved in prostitution and with sexually exploited children and young people.  The title of her talk will be “If You Look, You Might Just See” and will talk about the sexual exploitation and trafficking of children and young people.
Workshops

1- Sarah Morley, dual trained in psychodrama and person centred psychotherapy. Psychodrama is an experiential form of therapy where participants are encouraged to “show” rather than “tell”. The workshop will look at ways of keeping practitioners that work with trauma and abuse safe themselves.  
2- Marilyn Haughton – My Dangerous Loverboy – a graphic depiction of sexual exploitation/internal trafficking.
3- Martin Goldman, Chief Crown Prosecutor for Yorkshire and Humberside will talk about ‘Achieving justice for rape victims’ – how the Crown Prosecution Service uses independent scrutiny to improve prosecution outcomes.
4- Graham Rhodes from the Roofie Foundation looks at “Date Rape & Drink Spiking – What’s really happening”. The Roofie Foundation was set up on 1996 and has been instrumental in establishing time-line procedures in enabling drug rape victims to trace their time/memory loss.
